Dick Grant performed a detailed analysis of the current and prior budgets in preparation for the 2012 budget.  Dick presented his findings at the 

annual meeting and he did a great job going through the details that allowed us to forecast a budget that is tied closer to actual expenses.  

Legal expenses can quickly increase the budget and that is why we hope that the community is willing to work together with the board and the 

ARB to resolve problems before they escalate. 

 

The 2012 budget forecast was developed directly on actual and anticipated expenditures and we are pleased to report a planned reduction in 

the annual assessment from  $450 back to $390.  In addition, due to the detailed analysis of the actual requirements, we anticipate a one-time 

credit of $50 to each owner, reflected as a one-time reduction in the 2012 annual assessment.  Due to unknown situations in the future, the 

annual assessment can increase again and it should be clearly reflected in any future proposed budgets. 

 

I would also like to thank Jim Scobey for his participation on the board.  Jim devoted a lot of is personal time to working with members of the 

community for the greater benefit of all owners.

Urinating & Defecating, and 20.19 Noisy Animals. Generally these ordinances set common sense guidelines to balance the rights of 

dog owners and the community The number of complaints in Glen Eagle about dogs is rising. The city of Winter Springs has 

adopted the Seminole. Key excerpts include the following:

Upon the receipt of documentation of a complaint 

from a law enforcement agency or a statement signed by three (3) or more residents of Seminole County who reside in separate 

dwellings in the vicinity of the animal(s) or incident(s), averring that a violation of this Section exists, the Animal Control Official 

shall have reasonable cause to determine that a violation of this Section has occurred. The statements must be made under oath 

before an individual authorized by law to take acknowledgments and must set forth the pertinent facts relating to the incident(s), 

including the time(s), date(s), and location, the address or location of the owner of the animal as well as the complainants and a 

description of the animal(s). The Animal Control Official shall also have the authority to investigate suspected violations of this

Even numbered homes can only water on 

Sunday each week. Odd numbered homes can only water on 

Saturday each week. Watering can only be done between 4:00 

pm and 10:00 am on your authorized day. This schedule is set by

¶ Irrigation is permitted any time with a hand-held garden 
hose provided it is fitted with an automatic shutoff 
nozzle. 

¶ Newly planted landscaping may be irrigated any day 
between the hours of  10 a.m. and 4 p.m.  for the first 30 
days following installation. 

¶ Personal vehicle washing must be done using a hand-
held hose fitted with an automatic shutoff nozzle.
